Teen Producers Project

Proposal

PURPOSE:

Media Arts Center San Diego’s Teen Producers Project  (TPP) seeks to give youth a voice in their community by teaching them the craft of filmmaking. TPP is a standards-based program that trains teens ages 14-18 in filmmaking through cooperative and project-based learning techniques.

CLASS DESCRIPTION:
Duration: 12 weeks

Class Sessions: 2 per week, 2 hours long (4 hours per week)

Class Size: 10-15 youth

CONTENT:

Professional media artists teach students various technical skills and creative exercises including: interviewing techniques, camera work, sound and non-linear editing. Students will create a mini-documentary about community issues and will learn how to be active citizens of their community.

SCREENINGS:

The program culminates in a community screening showcasing the final projects with a Q&A session with the teen producers.
